Constitution
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Article I
Pur ose

Act 1450 of the 1997 Regular Session of the Louisiana Legislature established a
student technology fee under the management and supervision of each institution
in higher education. This fee is considered a supplement to current funds allocated
by the University and by grants.

In June of 1997, the Nicholls State University Student Government Association
voted a unanimous approval for the assessment of a technology fee of $5 per
credit hour, up to a maximum of $60 per semester, effective beginning with in the
Fall 1997 semester.

Article II
. Membership

Section One

The Technology Fee Committee will consist of nine student members and eight
faculty and/or staff members.

Section Two
Student Members
A. Voting student members of the committee will include:

1. SGA President or designee
2. SGA Vice President

3. Two students, appointed by the SGA President (one must be from the
college omitted in part 4. below)

4. One student from each of five of the six academic colleges on a rotational
basis, appointed by deans.

B. Student members may not be employed as a faculty or teaching staff member
or teaching graduate assistant of the University.

C. Student members must pay Instructional Technology Fees.

D. Student members will serve a one-year term concurrent with the SGA President.
